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NEWS FROM OXFORD DIOCESE 
Diocesan Synod blessed by youth presence 

Diocesan Synod was blessed by the 
presence and contributions of young 
people from across the diocese in its 
first meeting of 2026, held at Didcot 
Civic Hall. 
A panel of teenagers from Aylesbury, 
Reading and Abingdon shared openly 

about faith, church and the challenges of living as Christians. 
One offered a candid challenge to Synod members: “We are followers 
of Jesus, not simply churchgoers. If we can challenge people’s 
perceptions [of church], we can show that Jesus is the best thing ever. I 
would challenge you to show young people that you are not just creaky 
old people – you are followers of Jesus.” 
The meeting also saw Bishop Steven’s final presidential address before 
his retirement this summer. 
Reflecting on his time at the diocese, Bishop Steven said: “Ten years 
ago, as a diocese, we addressed the question of our common vision. We 
asked first what kind of church we are called to be. Our second 
question followed from the first: what are we called to do together at 
this time?”
